AGM July 1970, is the third oldest
surviving house in St Kilda after
Wattle House and Eildon (former

Barham Hse).

Berkley Hall, built in 1854, was

designed by Albert Purchas and its
front rooms with a doubdéoried

verandah added after 1873.

Originally built for Sydndyorn Henry

Field Gurner, 1812883 who was
first attorney, solicitor and proctor
admitted to the Bar in Melbourne in
1841. Augusta Curr, who married
him, was the first woman to ride to the
hunt with the Melbourne Hounds.
